It pays off!

At an average event each visitor produces up to 1 kg of waste (single-use cutlery 
and drinks containers, etc.). At “G’SCHEIT FEIERN” events, this quantity is reduced to 
only 1/10: from 2001 to 2018, about 4.4 million visitors of “G’SCHEIT FEIERN” events 
saved approx. 3,960 tonnes of waste. This quantity corresponds to the annual waste 
volume generated by 8,800 Styrian people . Assuming that in 18 years each visitor of 
a “G’SCHEIT FEIERN” event spent at least 10 € on regional food and drinks, around 
44 million euro went directly to Styrian producers.
